VICAR’S REPORT

As | begin my sixth year with you, Jim and | feeling very settled. We have bought
our own home (in Pukerua Bay), | will take Study Leave in the winter (a course in
Turkey and a 30-day retreat, plus holiday in Italy), | am still spending many
Fridays working on my Doctor of Ministry Studies thesis, and | am continuing to
relish the privilege and challenge of being your Vicar. We are all learning to be
the people God is calling us to be and that is not easy if we are to change and
grow. Thank you for your companionship on this journey.

This is a very complex parish, and sometimes | wonder if people who have lived
here for a long time realise how unusual and demanding it is to have so many
diverse and separate interest groups. Not only are the demands great for staffing
(and the parish roster — thank you to Jan Phipps) and for systems (thank you to
Margaret and Jaci in the office), but also passionate local interest can detract from
the overall priority of being church: us all following Christ together. However in
2009 there has been growth in the life of the parish and there are signs of
becoming stronger as one community of faith with people taking advantage of
opportunities offered in other parts of the parish to where they normally worship.

We begin 2010 reduced to 10 congregations: for the first time in years, we have
no PreSchoolers congregation. | am not sure what the future is for our ministry
for and with this age-group but it is important. Children are vital to our life as a
whole parish and we need to provide for their specific spiritual needs. The
Families Group is offering some good leadership in this area but | want to see the
whole parish get behind them. | would love to have Mainly Music at St Mark’s
(alongside Awesome Church) but need to pray for the people to lead it. There is
also no youth group (LIME), after 4 years of effort by Gill England, Michael
Bennington-Barr and Chris Wilson. | am not sure what the future is for our
outreach to young people.

In the next two months we will be undergoing a Parish Review which will lead to a
new Parish Mission Plan to replace the Five Years Forward plan. A key part of
the latter was our dream that our congregations should reflect the communities
around them. We are a long way from that in terms of our age profile: some
radical and perhaps painful decisions will have to be made, about our activities
and focus, if we are to engage people below retirement age.

We began the review process with a Natural Church Development Survey (at St
Andrew’s, being the largest congregation and perhaps typical of the whole parish)
in the middle of the year. Of the 8 factors assessed we scored lowest on
“Passionate Spirituality”, so we were glad that we had already begun a “Year of
Spiritual Growth”, and celebrated it at the November 5™ Sunday Service. We
have also seen the growth of the meditation group (not originally a parish group
but uses our premises and involves a number of parish people) and increasing
numbers of people seeing a spiritual director. Our Sunday services continue to
offer choice in style but all are about nurturing spirituality and faith.



As we come to the next stage of review, the new Vision Statement of the Diocese
of Wellington (developed at a Visioning Event in May 2009) will challenge us: “TO
BE A VIBRANT, SPIRITUAL AND CO-ORDINATED FAITH COMMUNITY THAT
REACHES OUT AND TRANFORMS OUR WORLD BY: (a) building a strong
foundation in personal spirituality; (b) building and supporting a robust ordained
ministry; (c) empowering and educating the laity; (d) creating the future in
children, youth, schools and families; (e) proclaiming the Gospel within our
community and beyond; (f) being a strong voice for justice in our community;
(g) thinking and acting as a unified Diocese.

This year has been a major one for re-organisation of the financial side of parish
life. | will leave detailed presentation of that for the Treasurer's Report but want
to include here both my appreciation of the work of the Finance Committee
(Sandy, Alan and Ron) and also a reminder to everyone that Vestry has resolved
to stay within budget.

Another significant piece of work has been done by the St Andrew's Foyer
Building Steering Committee, from which we will hear more at the AGM. This
building project will mean the closing of St Andrew’s for some weeks, which will
affect the life and ministry of the parish, but we look forward to Bishop Tom
blessing the new foyer when he comes to us on Sunday August 15.

| have realised that an important thing to do, in preparing the annual report, is to
look through copies of “The Messenger” for the past 12 months. Every month I'm
amazed at the record of and reflections on our parish’s journey — and as | look
over the whole year | am even more impressed. “The Messenger” reveals much
about our parish life, with a wide-ranging documentation of events and activities
and acts of worship, by which we proclaim who we are as people of God engaged
in Christian mission.

Margaret Blair, who also edits “The Messenger’ and manages the website, has
helped us all greatly in her role as Parish Archivist. She has pointed out many
matters of interest to me from the past as she has sorted carefully our historic
papers (such as Vestry minutes and correspondence) in preparation for proper
storage, with other material from parishes of Wellington Diocese, at the Turnbull
Library.

This has been my first year as Archdeacon of Kapiti, which is a very satisfying
role but obviously adds to my workload (for which the parish is compensated one
day’s stipend a week). To give myself the extra time | have worked hard to
encourage a wider group of people to preach so that | have to prepare only two
sermons a month. Yet this “busyness” is perhaps what leads people to not
keeping me up-to-date with some of the happenings around the parish.
Sometimes not knowing makes even more work for me and a quick phone call or
email would help! Parish communication will be especially important while | am
away on study leave: there will be a very part-time priest-in-charge but please, in
my absence, an email or phone message to the office will be sent on to those who
need to know.



| am very grateful to the wardens, Anne and Peter, especially for their leadership
and wisdom but also for the collegiality we are finding together in the monthly
meetings with our licensed priests. Thank you also to them (Alison, Derek and
Graeme) for their faithful and inspiring ministry, and to our other priests (Bernard,
lan, Peter) who assist with worship.

In all the diversity of this one parish with many facets, there is the body life of
Christ’s forgiveness and hope. My vision for the year ahead is that all of us will
commit ourselves to deeper discipleship as we follow Christ together: daily prayer
and Bible reading, regular (ideally weekly) attendance at worship, sacrificial
giving, and seeking new ways of loving service amongst a more diverse group of
people. Younger people are attracted by faith that changes lives, and | yearn to
see this here. The ministry of Confirmations will be offered by Bishop Tom on
August 15 and it is my fervent prayer that a number of people will be ready for
either Confirmation or the Renewal of Baptismal Vows. Disciples make disciples!
May our parish grow deeper and broader in 2010.

WARDENS’ REPORT 21.02.2010

We are pleased to report that 2009 was a year in which significant progress was
made in spiritual growth and in tuning systems to be more efficient. This will
enable us to better meet the goals of the parish.

Buildings

Our collection of old buildings continues to be requiring maintenance work and we
have been fortunate to have much of the work done by volunteers and funded by
donations. This enabled the path up to St Phillip’s to be sealed and the building
has been painted by volunteers. There is still more work needed on the building.

Investigations are in hand to arrange a suitable toilet facility at St Alban’s and it
should be resolved in the near future.

Tenders for the St Andrew’s foyer alterations will be presented for consideration
at the AGM. This building is also in need of further maintenance and will be the
subject of further consideration later this year.

Donations received will enable the rest of the problem areas behind the Parish
Centre that get boggy in winter to be grass paved. This work should be
completed by the time of the AGM.

There is still a bad leak in the front window of St Mark’s which will need to
attended to as soon as possible.



Unfortunately in our current society, security of the buildings requires constant
vigilance. All parishioners are urged to ensure that when leaving any of our
buildings all doors are securely locked. This is particularly important for the
Parish Centre

Local Churches

The local church congregations have met regularly and continue to enhance the
special character of each church. These are the key to providing a sense of
hospitality and mission in each of our geographic centres and it has been good
this year to be hosted by St Marks, St Philips and St Andrews at our fifth Sunday
services. It is also a joy to know that three of the congregations are providing
activities for children through Sunday School at St Andrews, Awesome church at
St Marks and the All-age service at St Philips.

Vestry

The parish has an effective Vestry who work hard at their responsibilities

We thank them for their efforts and the way they approach their task. Most of the
business undertaken will be reported under other headings but mention must be
made of the Vestry member’s role in maintaining an overview of a complex
organisation with cheerfulness and a desire to work for the best of all for the sake
of Christ’s mission in the Pauatahanui parish area.

Growth in Ministry

During Lent 2009, the congregation was encouraged to take part in small group
Lenten studies. It was encouraging to see 6 people take leadership and over 30
people participate. We continue to recruit and train people to take part in our
liturgical ministry. A Pastoral team cares for parishioners whose wellbeing can be
enhanced by a visit and in our many small groups we offer fellowship and an
opportunity for personal growth. Ably led by Jenny, we feel the team work among
the Priests and Wardens has been very positive and supportive of all ministry in
the parish.

Our perspective has been enriched this year by the involvement of our Vicar in
other parishes as Archdeacon and we have appreciated the opportunity to attend
Diocesan functions and hear the wider vision of our Diocese.

Our five year parish plan is coming to an end. Part of the next step in the
formation of one for the next few years is listening to your dreams and identifying
your mission. A Natural Church Development Survey has been completed and a
diocesan team has already begun the next step in that process. Data will be
collected through interviews this month. Then there will be a chance to sharpen a
parish vision. The final step will be shaping a strategic plan which puts into action
our desire to be the living church in our community.

Visual - The Office and Jenny’s windows are constantly viewed by passing foot
traffic.

Office — Whoever calls in is welcomed.

ST ALBAN’S

There was one major highlight during the year. The ANZAC Day Service,
followed by the wreath laying at the Pauatahanui War Memorial and morning tea
at Pauatahanui School, was very well supported again with the Church jammed
packed and another thirty people standing outside.

A special service conducted by the Rev Derek Lightbourne on Good Friday
attracted a good number of parishioners who were very appreciative of the
structure and content of the service. The parish Nine Lessons and Carols
Service was held in St Alban’s and it is always a pleasure to host a whole parish
service.



The St Alban’s local committee met only occasionally during the period to discuss
of matters pertaining to St Alban’s. The last meeting of the year discussed a
proposal to remove two trees from near the columbarium walls. The trees were
removed in the New Year and the area is now much tidier, is more open and is
more accessible to mourners as they gather to inter the ashes of a loved one.

Concerns raised following the removal of four very large Macrocarpa trees last
year led to an archeological survey being completed. The subsequent report
provides guidance on the actions required to preserve the site whenever works of
any sort are carried out. The conditions suggested mean that it will be very
difficult to do any development on the site at all.

The grounds continue to be maintained in good order with most of the work being
done by Bruce Carson, backed-up as required by one or two others. We are
extremely grateful to Bruce for the sterling work that he does. The grounds are
generally in good order, although some work to tidy up the “wilderness” areas
would be beneficial.

A new altar to replace the old borer infested altar was constructed and installed
last year. Some recommendations for future minor works have been made to
Vestry, but on the whole St Alban’s is in good shape and will continue to service
the parish well into the future.

HARBOURVIEW RESTHOME WORSHIP

Northern Porirua Christian Churches share on a rotation basis the holding of
Services of worship at the Harbourview Rest Home in Papakowhai. Our
commitment from the Anglican Parish of Pauatahanui is to celebrate Holy
Communion with some of the residents on the first Thursday of every month.
The Service is usually attended by 20-30 residents, informally seated in the
Harbourview main Recreation Room. The room contains both a piano and an
electric organ, and has wonderful views overlooking the Porirua Basin.

The Service lasts for 20-30 minutes, after which Communion is taken to the
private rooms of those residents who wish it but were unable to attend the
Service. We use a short form of Service, designed for leadership by a non-
ordained minister, enabling us to offer Holy Communion with a combination of
hymns, prayers, and Bible readings which engender a sense of worship, sharing,
renewal and holiness in this place of need. Pre-consecrated bread and wine are
taken from St Andrews Church.



A Prayer Quilt, produced by Glenys and her team, was dedicated at St Andrews
and circulated through the Parish Churches, before being presented to the
Residents by Marie at a Service during the year. Staff hold it in safe-keeping, and
‘display it' on occasion. On the Sunday before Christmas, Vicar Jenny once
again took a special Service for Residents to celebrate Christmas with
Communion. She is also invited to bless a room after a death has occurred.

Team members circulate amongst the residents in attendance after the Service.
Our team consists of two LLMs, some pianists, and a few otherlay-parishioners ...
thanks to all of them, for making this such a warm and effective ministry.

PRAYERS & SQUARES REPORT

The Prayer Quilt Ministry
Chapter 398

The goals of Prayers & Squares will always remain consistent:

| 2 To promote and strengthen belief in the power of prayer
| 2 To be caring, compassionate and prayerful in all our dealings with our
recipients and their families.

2009 was our busiest year-to-date providing 36 Prayer Quilts to people in need of
prayer support - 10 more than the previous year. The highlight of the year was
the making of our 100" Prayer Quilt and that the recipient was one of our long
time parishioners, Nan Bowey. Also, we were delighted with the press coverage
we got in three of the local newspapers and a handwritten note of congratulations
from Bishop Tom.

The timespan of getting our quilts into the hands of recipients has shortened
since our inception four years ago. However, because the number of requests
nowadays is much greater it puts a lot more pressure on us to get the quilts
ready and on their journey around the Parish. For those who want to sponsor a
Prayer Quilt, we appreciate you getting in touch with us as soon as possible to
collect the relevant papers so you can discuss the process with the proposed
recipient. The sooner we get a request underway the sooner the recipient can
enjoy the comfort of prayer and their new quilt. lliness is certainly not a
prerequisite to requesting a quilt. Experiencing a change in one’s circumstances
or any reason that brings about a need for prayer support is a good reason to
request a Prayer Quilt.

We are very grateful for the financial support we get from Nutrimetics because of
the products you purchase. Also, we thank those who have given donations in
the form of money or fabrics as this also enables us to carry out our ministry.

We were delighted to welcome two new members to our group during 2009. The
door is always open - come and join us around 10am for coffee, prayer time and
fellowship every now and again or join the group - Wednesday from 9am - noon
in the Parish Centre.
